Communion Assistants

Purpose:  To prepare altar for communion and to assist the pastors in distribution.  To clear altar following communion.

Responsible to the worship team.

Before Worship Service

· Arrive 15-20 minutes before service.
· Prepare Communion bread and wine:

· Bread is in freezer (May need to go in the microwave.)

· Wine and grape juice are in the fridge and back-up stock is in the cabinet under the sink.

· Fill the chalices about ½ full.

· Place four chalices on the altar.

· Place one wine decanter and two bread plates on the altar.
During Worship Service

· Come forward when the pastor is finished giving communion instructions.
After Worship Service

· Dispose of bread and wine:

· Wine is poured on the ground.

· Bread is scattered on the ground.

· If there is much bread left it can be stored to be re-used.

If you are unable to be a communion assistant on your assigned Sunday, it is your responsibility to find a substitute.

The volunteer worship schedule for each Sunday is in the newsletter.
